Art and Craft

Phonics

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Communication File & Notebook

Homework Policy


	Homework is important as it helps to reinforce what has been taught in school. It also allows your child to have more practice at home. Homework comes in many forms, not just doing learning sheets and workbooks. Your child’s homework for the day may be reading, learning his/ her spelling and sometimes searching for information relevant to the topic we are learning. I seek your help in monitoring and ensuring that your child does his/ her homework and hand them on the following day unless stated otherwise. Do check your child’s communication file and notebook daily. 





Spelling & Dictation


	The spelling list for term 1 has been given to your child last week. Spelling will be conducted every Thursday. Please help your child learn his/ her spelling daily. Learning spelling does not have to be boring or a nightmare for you and your child. Below are some ways of making the learning of spelling fun!


Scrabble – Use Scrabble tiles to spell out the spelling words. For a little extra Math practice, figure out the point value of each of your words.





Rainbow Write – First write each word in pencil. Then trace over each word three times. Each time you trace, use a different colour crayon. Trace neatly and you will see a rainbow!





Back Writing – Use your finger to spell out each of your spelling words, one letter at a time, on your mum and dad’s back. Then it is your turn to try to FEEL and spell!





I will share more strategies with your child. Do have fun with them.
